RE: Items/Refuse Removed by Town Maintenance

In an effort to provide a clear description of what items will be removed by the town 

maintenance workers as well as the scheduled pick up, the following is given: 

• Yard – these items will be picked up the 2nd Thursday of each month and includes:  

➢ Small limbs, etc. – all limbs must be turned at the same angle for accessibility. 
 

• Large items – these items will be picked up the 3rd Thursday of each month and 

includes:  

➢ Kitchen appliances (such as microwaves, toasters, refrigerators, stoves, etc.) 

➢ Furniture (such as: mattresses, dressers, chairs, coffee tables, sofas, love seats, 

etc.) 

➢ Computer equipment (such as: monitors, CPU units, keyboards etc.) 

• All items listed above must be at the road side and not in the yard for removal.  

Items that will not be removed but will be the sole responsibility of the resident are as follows: 

• Tires       ●  Insecticides 

• Farm and Lawn equipment    ●  Flammable materials 

• Junk cars and parts     ●  Used/wasted oils of any kind 

• All flooring materials (i.e., carpet, linoleum, tile, etc.) 

• Construction materials of any kind, which includes: insulation, building materials, 
interior and exterior materials, etc.
